THE TOWER OF POWER

Situation: Due to the lack of available land in major cities around the world towers of ever increasing height are being designed and built. These towers are being used for stores, offices, and housing. Some even incorporate parks and green spaces on balconies and rooftops hundreds of feet above the ground.

Design Brief: As a part of a design competition you have been asked to design and construct a the tallest possible tower using six (6) sheets of copy paper and Twelve (12) inches of masking tape.

Requirements:
· The tower must be self standing / self supporting

· You may use one (1) sheet of paper as a base, But it counts toward the total of six (6) sheets total

· It may not be taped to the floor or a table top

· It must stand freely for a minimum of one minute

· It must reach a minimum height of 28 inches

Procedure: You will be given eighteen (18) sheets of paper and three (3) feet of tape to use in testing and your final model. The final model used for testing can only contain (6) sheets of paper and (12) inches of tape.
