Music Theory/ History:

1. Take quarter note, two eighth notes, half note, quarter and half rests in dictation.
2. Demonstrate independence of beat and rhythm.

3. Demonstrate understanding of meter concepts by identifying, decoding, and performing strong and weak beats related to meter signatures.
4. Define meaning of top and bottom numbers in a meter signature.

5. Sight read sixteenth note combinations.

2. Review posture/ breathing concepts in context of choral literature.

3. Review and refine phrasing concepts.

4. Refine articulation of vowels and consonants.

5. Critique performance of classmates in rehearsal.

2. Review Treble and Bass clef notation in context of choral literature.

3. Refine ear training skills through applying solfeggio to choral repertoire.
