2. Identify and perform Cut Time.

3. Review previously taught meter concepts  and apply to choral repertoire.

1. Critique classmates’ performance during rehearsals.
2. Public performance in Winter Concert.

Music Theory/History:

1. Review, refine, identify, and apply previously covered rhythm, pitch and meter concepts in the context of choral literature.
2. Sight read dotted quarter, eighth note combination.

3. Discuss ballet after seeing DVD of Tchaikovsky’s Nutcracker.

4. Discuss culture after viewing DVD of Medieval and Renaissance periods.

5. Compare/contrast artworks and music of the Medieval and Renaissance.

Survey of Western Music History (continued)

1. Discuss the connection between societal upheaval and emotionalism in Baroque music.
2. Discuss form and balance in Music compared to the Classical ideal.  Decode Rondo form.

3. Analyze and aurally identify elements of Sonata form in Classical Era works and contrast them to Beethoven’s use of Sonata form in Movement 1 of his 5th Symphony.

4. Discuss Beethoven’s influence on Conservative and Radical composers of the 19th century who came after him and watch and listen to examples.

5. Explore six examples of different trends in Contemporary music and discuss their origins.
